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The academic year of M.Ed. course began on 10"June 2014.The total number of students enrolled for the M.Ed.
course was 34. The academic year consisted of two academic terms viz10™ June 2014 to 5™ November 2014 and
18th November 2014to 30" April 2015.

Results of our 7™ Batch of Students — Academic Year 2014-15

Two M.Ed. students of Academic Year 2014-15 have cleared December 2014 NET (UGC).

Curriculum: The duration of the course is of two semesters credit based programme. The student teachers
have to opt for four core compulsory papers in the first semester. Each core course is of 6 credits including
theory and practicum. The student teachers have to opt for two elective courses one from each group
mentioned in the syllabus. Each of the elective courses is of 6 credits including theory and practicum. A
dissertation relevant to the academic discipline of education is to be carried out in the second semester. The
dissertation is of 12 credits. Field based practical work (internship) in an NCTE recognized B.Ed. College
affiliated to the University of Mumbai is to be carried out and certified by the Principal of B.Ed. College, in the
second semester. The internship programme is of two credits.

The internal assessment activities for core and elective courses comprise of one class test per course of 20
marks each, one written assignment per course of 10 marks each and one presentation per course of 10 marks
each.

In all 24 credits in semester one and 26 credits in semester two have to be obtained. All credits for each of the
core and elective course have to be obtained by passing internal assessment and one end semester
Examination.

Content Transaction: Regular lectures were conducted by our well qualified teaching faculty to transact the
content of the theory papers by using latest technologies such as computer and LCD Projector and different
teaching methodologies such as discussion, seminar presentation, conducting workshops and brain storming
sessions etc.

Dissertation

The M.Ed. students of the academic year 2014-15 selected various topics for their dissertations from related
fields of education, adopting different Research methods such as Descriptive Method, Experimental Method
and were guided by recognized post graduate teachers.

A rigorous guidance coupled with adequate library facilities and availability of computer and Internet facilities
enabled the students to carry out the dissertation work systematically. In order to review the related literature,
the students visited, in addition to the thesis section of the college library, the thesis section of Jawaharlal
Nehru Library, University of Mumbai, S.N.D.T. University, Mumbai and Tata Institute of Social Sciences,
Chembur, Mumbai. The dissertation reports of the students were submitted to the Mumbai University on 31st
March, 2015.
